Each combination of one “C" packet and and one “D" pack-
et, taken together, comprises one-half pound. Both packets must be mixed in the same tank.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE — LANDSCAPE AND NURSERY:

Mix thoroughly in water and apply as a surface spray or by soil injection. If surface spray is done, follow with irrigation to wash
the product into the soil.

For turf, apply 1-Lb (two “C" packets and two “D" packets) per 10,000 sq. ft. Thereafter, apply half this rate every 2-3 weeks
during the growing season.

For greenhouse or nursery applications, mix 1-Lb (two “C" packets and two “D"” packets) per 100 gallons.
